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After the butler was released, Joseph spent two
more years in prison.

The butler remembered about Joseph when the
Pharaoh had a couple of strange dreams. He told

Pharaoh how Joseph had interpreted his dream an}j o
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Joseph did not claim he was the one interpreting
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(Genesis 41:16).

In addition to interpreting the dream (7 years of

abundance followed by 7 years of famine), he
suggested a plan to overcome the 7 years of faming
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Pharaoh promoted him to first minister and marriec m

him to Aseneth. They had two children: Manasseh
and Ephraim.
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The story of Joseph does not end with his success/

as the first minister of Egypt.

Joseph had to face his past during the first year of
famine. His brothers came to him. The
circumstances were entirely different to the last
time they had met.

He could choose between punishment or
forgiveness. What would he do and why?
